The purpose of this correspondence is to request an amendment of the Site K Response Action Plan
(RAP) and Building 102 RAP, previously approved by the MPCA in letters dated April 30, 2014, and June
4, 2014, respectively. In general, the approved RAPs provide for excavation of approximately 11,400
cubic yards of media impacted with volatile organic compound (VOCs) present above the groundwater
table at the two sites and mechanically venting the excavated media for a period of approximately one
year. Subsequent to treatment, the approved RAPs allow on-site disposition of the treated media if it
meets cleanup criteria as stated in the RAPs as initially submitted and approved, or off-site disposal in a
lined landfill in the event that the treated media does not meet cleanup criteria.

The original volumes of impacted media were calculated based on an historical average groundwater
table depth of 7 to 8 feet below grade. Current groundwater levels at the Building 102 and Site K are
higher (approximately 4 feet below grade) than in the past, thus reducing the media requiring removal.
Based on the anticipated change in site conditions, it is more economical to excavate the VOC-impacted
media and dispose of the media off-site in a lined landfill.

Additionally, based on the results of sub-slab VOC soil sample analysis, the proposed area of
remediation for the Building 102 RAP has been modified slightly (see attached figure). Wenck
acknowledges that proposed excavation areas for both Site K and Building 102 are subject to further
expansion should confirmation sampling results fail to achieve the applicable cleanup criteria for those
sites.

Based upon the foregoing, Wenck requests that the MPCA provide written approval of this request for
amendment of the Site K and Building 102 RAPs to allow excavation and off-site disposal, without
treatment, of VOC impacted media exceeding the cleanup criteria. Given the current project schedule,
we request approval of this request on or before Friday, July 28, 2014, if at all possible.
